February 1, 1994. The abstract should
include the author's name, address,
telephone number, and a 2-3 sentence
current biographical description.

We will inform authors whether we
would like them to write full-length
articles for the edited book. We hope
to hear from people regardless of
current sexual orientation. We also
plan to include accounts from people
who are members of ethnic minority
groups, from non-US backgrounds, or
from non-traditional backgrounds.
Abstracts that are persuasively written
and that catch the reader’s interest will
have priority. ¥
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
