Howard credits his political mentors, such people as Ralph Wright, Ann Seibert, Cheryl Rivers, Elizabeth Ready, Michael Obuchowski,
and of course Ed Flannagan for giving him the idea that you have to be strong and stand up for what you believe in. Future plans
include a possible run for Secretary of State next year, or maybe the Lt. Governor’s office if incumbent Doug Racine vacates the seat.
